Figurative mountains  
• Physically speaking, mountains   

are huge collections of soil,   
rocks, trees, plants, animals, and   
a spring of water to support life.   

• Figuratively speaking, a   
mountain is a spiritual   
organization of connected   
people, a church. 

Now we request you, brethren, with regard to the 



coming  of our Lord Jesus Christ and our gathering 
together to  Him, that you not be quickly shaken from 
your  composure or be disturbed either by a spirit or 
a message  or a letter as if from us, to the effect that 
the day of the  Lord has come. Let no one in any way 
deceive you, for it  will not come unless the apostasy 
comes first, and the  man of lawlessness is revealed, 

the son of destruction,  who opposes and exalts 
himself above every so-called god  or object of 

worship, so that he takes his seat in the  temple of 
God, displaying himself as being God.

Obstacles  

• Fear of what others will say   



• Fear of being disconnected from my people   

• Fear of being deceived   

• Satan is an expert manipulator of our feelings   

• Refusing to believe we have to do anything different to be with God  
in the last days (holding onto "old wine" faith)   

• Fear of actually changing on God's mountain   

• Fear of the responsibility of knowing and having to help others flee  
to the mountain 

Incentives  
• Zion = kingdom of heaven & shelter of salvation in the last days.  • 



Zion is where God and Jesus dwell in the last days.  • Zion is the 

place that remains forever instead of being destroyed.  • Zion is 

where we can finally understand everything.  • Zion is where we eat 
the revelation of Jesus at his wedding  banquet.   

• Zion is where we can fulfill our true purpose as the sons of God.  

• Zion is where God wipes away our tears, pain, and suffering.  • 
Zion is where we receive eternal life. 

Summary and conclusion  
• Just as a mountain is a gathering of soil,   

rocks, trees, plants, animals, and a spring of   



water to support life, a mountain in the   
prophecies is a spiritual gathering of people, a   
church.   

• When we discern the abomination in the holy  
place, we must also recognize God's mountain   
by the word that comes from it and have the   
faith to flee to it despite any obstacles or   
difficulties that journey might bring.
